Before embarking on my second trip to Namibia, I long decided to travel there from South Africa (via bus) simply for an experience otherwise not experienced through the air. Though I spent only seven days in South Africa, I was able to glean a bit of this lands scent, taste, and rhythm. 
My bus journey began in Durban and went northwest to Upington. The next major stop after Upington was the Namibian border. What impressed me as the bus entered Namibian territory was a defined contrast between the two countries. Not only was there an obvious topographical distinction, but a spiritual contrast (a sense of stillness), that immediately met and enveloped me as I crossed into Namibia. 
In my blood I feel Namibia holds for me answers that are individually wrapped in its silence. Through Light, one of my objectives is to unravel any mystery and/or lesson that may bring me closer to realizing this stillness. Hence, the underlying theme for this project is silence and what may come from it. By working with light, found objects, and chance encounters, it is my intent to create images which leave evidence of my Namibian experience, thoughts, and feelings.
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
